YOUR TASK:

After reading Source 5 on page 71 of the textbook (also on the back of this worksheet) by Pericles your task is to write a speech of your own that is a similar length to this excerpt which is also below.

You are to record a speech using Garage Band (http://www.apple.com/ilife/garageband/) or Audacity (http://audacity.sourceforge.net/) or another recording program and then email it to me v.vidler@tsc.nsw.edu.au to play back to the class. The speech is to be one minute long. You are also to provide a transcript of the speech which is a written copy of the speech.  You will have time to record it in class if you don’t have speakers for your computer.

PLEASE NOTE: To save using Garage Band you must save as a Podcast not as an iTunes file do this go to: Share>export podcast to disk> Export

You are to start your speech with one of the two following lines. 

1. I come to speak to you today about the benefits of democracy…

4. I stand in front of you today to enlighten you about the dangers of democracy…
YOU MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING IN YOUR SPEECH:
1. You must introduce your speech with an Ancient Greek name or use the name of a famous Ancient Greek philosopher, politician or historian
E.G.  Gentlemen, I am here today as Kleisthenes a loyal citizen of Athens and a dedicated public servant.. I come to speak to you today about the benefits of democracy…

2. Define democracy and explain what it looked like in Ancient Athens
3. Discuss arguments for and against democracy (The benefits or problems of democracy)

4. Discuss the voting system with your type of democracy

5. Discuss who is a citizen under your type of democracy
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Excerpt from a famous speech said to have been made by Pericles (pictured) in 431 BC describing Athenian democracy
 From text pg 71 and from Rex Warner (translator), Thucydides: History of the Peloponnesian War, Penguin Classics, London 1954
Let me say that our system of government does not copy the institutions of our neighbours. It is more the case of our being a model to others, than of our imitating anyone else. Our constitution is called a democracy because power is in the hands not of a minority but of the whole people. When it is a question of settling private disputes, everyone is equal before the law: when it is a question of putting one person before another in positions of public responsibility, what counts is not membership of a particular class, but the actual ability which the man possesses. No one, so long as he has it in him to be of service to the state, is kept in political obscurity because of poverty. And, just as our political life is free and open, so is our day-to-day life in our relations with each other. We do not get into a state with our next-door neighbour if he enjoys himself in his own way, nor do we give him the kind of black looks which, though they do no real harm, still do hurt people's feelings. We are free and tolerant in our private lives; but in public affairs we keep to the law. This is because it commands our deep respect.
